required by the ministry of health. The hospital '
now inaugurated and blessed a new three rooms facilities for Non-Communicable Diseases.

What makes the Good Samaritan Hospital unique is the cleanliness of the place and the commitment of the staff.
It was very evident in the joy and friendliness of them all and very noticeable in the various speeches both by the
local speakers as well as from the Provincial and national Authorities.

The private initiative, the ministry support, (Dr. Jilini and dr. Denti) the commitment of the Pieta’ sisters (under the
leadership of Sr Dally Rojo, the good will, enthusiasm and professionalism of the resident doctor Dr. Zimlon the
visitng doctors, the nurses (headed by nurse Rex), have made GSH number one in the country. (With due respect
