Daddies, priests, bishops, sisters, we are all
baptized for the same mission with different
gifts and roles... but with only one faith...

This idea was taken up strongly in the Vatican
Council being expressed in its documents. |n
the formulation of Lumen Gentium the chapter
on People of God was deliberately placed be-
fore that on Priests, to emphasis our equality
in baptism as one people.

. “The laity, too, share in the priestly,
prophetic and royal office of Christ and
therefore have their own role to play in
the mission of the whole People of God

in the Church and in the world." [AAZ]
