or girlfriend , without getting too involved.
Sexual abstinence means putting a stop to all
sexual relations or else putting them off till later.

AFRAID — IT NEEDS COURAGE TO KEEP IT UP

ADVANTAGES OF CHASTITY and ABSTINENCE :

@It is possible to love without having sex. True love
goes beyond sex. That is why, in order to prepare bet-
ter for the future, you should not have sex before mar-

riage.

@Abstinence is the best means of fighting and pre-
venting STDs-AIDS, underage pregnancies and un-
wanted pregnancies.
