BIHOP'S MESSAGE LAUNCHING                          

THE CATHOLIC CATECHISM 
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This month of May is our joy and blessings, 

as the Church celebrates important events; 
first it‘s the month dedicated to Mary, the 

mother of Jesus Christ, our Lord and Sav-
ior. It is fitting from our Bishop‘s message 

(April) to our women in the diocese, which 

we can all reflect on as to who Mary is for 
us during this month. Our Bishop in his mes-

sage said; ―as we celebrate the month of 
May we remember Mary and all mothers in a 
special way, our diocesan programs wants 
to inspire you women of Gizo to be the real 
Angels of the family. As Mary said yes to 
God‘s plan to be a special mother of a spe-
cial child, you too share in the same mis-
sion, you too have said ‗yes‘ to God in Bap-
tism and to His plan for your life. As Mary 
was faithful to her ‗yes‘ to Jesus, be faithful 
too to your yes to him. Be a special mother, 
of a special family, the one God has en-
trusted to you.‖  
We all have reason also to rejoice, as on the 
1st of May, which is the second Sunday of 

Easter and Divine Mercy Sunday, the Holy 
Father Benedict XVI has beatified his prede-

cessor John Paul II as Blessed John Paul II. 
Let us all journey together in the life of 

Blessed John Paul II as he called us “not to 

be afraid” to be witnesses of the life of the 
Gospel.  

And again, the Holy Father in his message 
for the 48th World Day of Prayer for Voca-

Jesus called his closest associates to pro-
claim the Kingdom of God (cf. Lk 10:9). In the 
first place, it is clear that the first thing he 

did was to pray for them: before calling 
them, Jesus spent the night alone in prayer, 

listening to the will of the Father (cf. Lk 6:12) 
in a spirit of interior detachment from mun-

dane concerns. It is Jesus‘ intimate conver-
sation with the Father which results in the 

calling of his disciples. Vocations to the 

ministerial priesthood and to the conse-
crated life are first and foremost the fruit 

of constant contact with the living. God and 
insistent prayer lifted up to the ―Lord of the 
harvest‖, whether in parish communities, in 

Christian families or in groups specifically 

devoted to prayer for vocations.‖  

We also remember in this month, 31st 

the death anniversary of our first Bishop 

– Most Rev. Eusebius John Crawford, the 

foundation father of the journey of our 

Diocese. He was appointed Bishop on the 

1st of March 1960 and retired on the 3rd 

of February 1995.  

All these elements serves to enrich and 
nourish us in our prayer, devotion and work 

during this month of May. They help us in 
our pilgrimage journey of faith as we live, 
experience and promote our Diocesan value

fit their personalities and this will make a
