from one person to another.

The four main non-communicable diseases
Hypertension / high blood pressure
cancers
chronic respiratory diseases
diabetes.

They are responsible for 75% of deaths worldwide, killing 38 million

people each year.

Unhealthy diets and physical inactivity are amongst the main risk

factors of NCDs. They raise blood pressure, increase blood glucose, elevate blood lipids and lead to obesity.

The last decades have witnessed a huge increase in meat, sugars, fats and highly processed food consumption. On the other
hand, the consumption of fibre-rich foods such as whole grains, pulses and roots has been declining. This phenomenon is
known as nutrition transition, it occurs due to globalization, urbanization and the development of the food industry that pro-
duces less nutritious food costing less money. NCDs can be prevented by following a healthy lifestyle through healthy eating

and physical activity.

Pope Francis described the Parable of the Sower as the “mother” of all parables during his reflection of the day’s

Matthew 13:1-9 ;
Mark 4: 1-20;
Luke 8:4-15

Gospel reading at the Sunday Angelus of 12th July.

The Holy Father called it the ‘mother of all parables, because it

spoke about listening to the Word, and told of the story of a sower
who planted seeds over four different types of terrain.

He explained that The Word of God was symbolized by the seeds,
and said, “it is not an abstract Word, but is Christ himself, the Word
of the Father who became flesh in Mary's womb.” He added that em-
bracing the Word of God meant embracing the person of Christ.

This parable, stressed the Pope, reminded us that the Word of God
is a seed which in itself is fruitful and effective and that God scatters
it everywhere.

Each one of us, he said, “is ground on which the seed of the Word falls, and if we want, we can become good soil,
plowed and carefully cultivated, to help ripen the seed of the Word.”

The Diocese of Bougainville has appointed a new Bishop to take up the diocese’s pastoral governance. This was
confirmed on Saturday 12" September at 8pm, by Archbishop Kurian Mathew Vayalunkal, Apostolic Nuncio to Pa-
pua New Guinea and Solomon Islands.

His Excellency Most Reverend Bishop Dariusz Kaluza MSF, until now Bishop of the Diocese of Goroka, was ap-
pointed as the new Bishop of Bougainville by the Holy Father Pope Francis. Bishop Dariusz has already given his
consent to this important and delicate assignment to which the Holy Father has now tasked him with.

The Nuncio congratulated Bishop Katuza on his new mission in the Church, and urged for all Christians to remem-
ber him in their prayers, so that the good Lord may continue to bless and guide him as he prepares to take up the
pastoral governance of the diocese of Bougainville.

“Jesus wants to use this situation to
educate His friends, both then and
now, about God’s logic: the logic of
taking responsibility for others,” said
Pope Francis during his catechesis
of the Sunday Angelus on 2" August.

Pope Francis reflected on Jesus’ mir-
acle of the multiplication of the
loaves in (Mt 14:13-21), where he
took the bread, broke it, and gave it

to the disciples for them to distribute.
This gesture Jesus expressed, he
said was done as a sign of charity,
“God the Father’s generosity toward
His weary and needy children.”

He spoke of the connection between
the Eucharist and the daily bread,
and stressed that both were vital for
nourishment and for eternal life. He
noted that Jesus’ compassion and

tenderness for the crowd was the
concrete manifestation of the love to

care for people’s needs.

The Holy Father urged everyone to
draw near to the table of the Eucha-
rist by imitating Jesus’ attitude of
compassion. He said that true com-
passion meant embracing
the suffering and taking upon our-

selves the pain of others.
