Two—  It is A School that Educates. To take our youths and give 
them the best we can provide, so that they can grow in their dig-
nity, and have meaningful lives. It provides values and skills to be 

used in the right way. 
 

Three —It  is a Place where Friends Meet   A place to share 
good values and build friendships. To find a right partner. A place 

to build respect among each other, and where the youth came 
form a  community. 

Four: It is a place where youth enjoy together as a family. 
A place to enjoy, play games and organize activities. 

 
Every youth may qualify to be registered, and more of the teach-

ings are learned by doing, this means less on theory and more on

The young person finds out that in his/her family, in 

the group of friends sexuality is spoken of with base-

less affirmations, and he/she has to follow the milieu 

to avoid being despised  or pointing fingers. 

          «At 20years, you still don’t have a child» 
«Women are like that you must taste thousand before choos-
ing one» 
«At my age I should have a lover in whom I seek refuge.» 
«An emancipated girl should have sexual relations with men.» 
«If a girl remains a virgin, she will deliver a baby or get a sick-
ness.» 
«I am a man and would like to prove it.» 
«I ran after girls to avoid being seen as impotent.» 
«If a boy doesn’t have sexual relations, he will fall sick.» 
«All my friends do it.» 
«If you love me you should give yourself to me.» 
«If I don’t do it, she will go to another person» 
«How can I say NO, if she has invited me.» 
«I don’t exaggerate. I go to only one guy.» 
 

2.-OR PERSONAL INFORMATION 

The young person needs orientation , sexual education. The 
education has to be systematic according to his/her personal 

growth: 

■In The Family:  It is the natural place but many parents do 
not know how to do it. It is better to instill dialogue right from 
early infancy. You should know how to seize the opportunity: A 
very explicit film, A couple of lovers in a park.  “What school does-

n’t give, is this kind of ear and heart. There is no other place than in the 
home where they find this personalized help, tender and affectionate that 

they need.” 

■In The Schools: By well trained educators. 

■In Youth Groups: The Parish, the reflection groups, the 
youth centers…  are places where sharing could be done, the 
dialogue on the difficulties, speak about orientations, prepare 
the future.
