Lately in the Diocese of Gizo, after the priest
meeting that took place on the second week of
March 2021, Bishop Luciano Capelli initiates the
celebration of the Diocesan diamond jubilee. The
main event highlighting this diamond Jubilee is
the pilgrimage of the cross and candle that goes
around to all the eight parishes under the
Diocese of Gizo. The pilgrimage of the cross and
candle takes almost a month. It commences on
April 15 and ends yesterday 9™ of May. It
reaches the main Catholic Stations sourrounding
Choisuel and Western provinces, beginning with
Wagina, Voruvoru, Sirovanga, Taro, Moli, Nilg,
Gizo and Noro.

The pilgrimage of this cross and candle goes
along with four main activities, the way of the
light, vocation talks, the presentation of the
diocesan history and the renewal of the
baptismal vows that took place in Mass followed
by the presentation of the candle and cross.
Upon reaching the diferent parishes each has

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The Catholic Diocese of Gizo celebrated its birthday 60
diamond Jubilee. The diamond Jubilee of the diocese started
from the episcopal ordination of Bishop Eusebius Crawford in
Rome May 8 1960, who ordained for Gizo diocese.

The Dominican order gave birth and nursed the diocese for the
last 47 years, 1960 — 2007. For the last 13 yrs., the diocese has
been assigned to the care of a Salesian Bishop Luciano Capelli
sdb after the earthquake and devastating tsunami and the
recovery period.

The diocese of Gizo is one of the three diocese in the Solomon
Islands and formed from the vicariates of North and south
Solomon’s in the Early 1960. It encompasses three provinces,
Choiseul, Santa Isabel and the Western Province. It spreads over
and area of 12, 600 square kilometers, 129, 000 people of
whom approximately 14, 000 are Catholics. The future of the
diocese of Gizo will be strengthened by the further education of
its people.

Since its establishment, the diocese of Gizo had run
Schools, clinics and other developments, which
really helped the faithful of the diocese.
Therefore, in the priest meeting the priests and the
bishop of the diocese had agreed to have a
. pilgrimage Diamond Jubilee journey to all the
parishes within the diocese with the candle and
the cross. As we, all know that our Church is full of
signs and symbols. Candle and the Cross-are
common symbols, people will understand. Paschal

What the Church truly teaches on sexuality

Pope Francis teaching

The Church has expressed itself on the theme of sexuality, even if not everyone clearly knows how
she thinks it: Pope Francis explains it to us.

In this address, the Holy Father highlights some key points on the Church's thinking regarding sexu-
ality.

And that is, for the Church it is not true that sex is identified with a sin. It is not true that the
Church accepts sex only for procreation, and sexuality must not be
divided from love. Sexuality is a gift from God between a man and
a woman who decide (before God) to love each other for life.

The Pope made this clear when answering questions from young

people from the French diocese of Grenoble-Vienne during an audi-
ence.

POPE FRANCIS ON SEXUALITY

“Sexuality, sex, is a gift from God. No taboo. It is a gift from God,
a gift that the Lord gives us. It has two purposes: to love each oth-
er and to generate life. It is a passion; it is passionate love. True
love is passionate. The love between a man and a woman, when it
is passionate, leads you to give your life forever. Always. And to
give it with body and soul.

When God created man and woman, the Bible says that both are
the image and likeness of God. Both of them, not just Adam or just
Eve, but both. And Jesus goes further, and says: for this reason, the man, and also the woman, will

ONE FLESH: this is the greatness of sexuality,
and we must speak of sexuality like this. Sexuali-
ty must be lived in this way, in this dimension of
the love between man and woman for life.

It is true that our weaknesses, our spiritual falls,
lead us to use sexuality outside of this very beau-
tiful path, of the love between man and woman.
But they fell, like all sins. The lie, the anger, the
gluttony ... These are sins: deadly sins. But this
is not the sexuality of love: it s
‘commercialization' of sexuality, detached from
love and used for fun ".

"It is interesting - continued the Pontiff - how
sexuality is the most beautiful point of creation,
in the sense that man and woman were created
in the image and likeness of God, and sexuality is
the most attacked by worldliness, by the spirit of
evil. Tell me: you have seen, for example - I
don't know if there is one in Grenoble - but have
you seen an industry of lies, for example? No.
But have you seen an industry of sexuality de-
tached from love? Yes! A lot of money is made
from the pornography industry, for example.

It is a degeneration from the level where God has
placed it. And with this trade you make a lot of
money”. “But sexuality is great - he added -:
guard your sexual dimension, your sexual identi-

leave his father and his mother and will be one person ... a single identity ...

ty. Keep it well. And prepare it for love, to insert
it into that love that will accompany you through-
out your life ".

"WE ARE IN LOVE" "I'll tell you one thing, and
then I'll tell you another. Once in St. Peter's
Square - I greet the people in the square - there
were two elderly people who celebrated their six-
tieth anniversary of marriage. They were bright! I
asked: 'Did you argue a lot?' - 'Well, some-

times ..." - 'And is the marriage worth it?' - And
these two, who were looking at me, looked at
each other and then looked at me, they had wet
eyes, and they said: 'We are in love'.

After 60 years! And then I wanted to tell you:
once an elderly man - very old, with his elderly
wife - told me: 'We love each other very, very
much and sometimes we hug each other. We
cannot make love at our age, but we hug, we

kiss 'This is
true sexuality.

This is how
we need to talk
about sexuality”.

ST. JOSEPH MOLI PARISH CELEBRATE EASTER PEACEFULLY

St. Joseph parish Moli Choiseul celebrated their Easter as one of the peaceful one this year.

The peace event has gathered parishioners from five big villages and many small locations together for
the Holy week.

On the Easter Vigil, celebration was supposed to be on 8 pm but began on 5 pm. Because of the
population of about 2000 and the mission, station is an island, which is in the center of those villages,
other villages have to travel more than an hour and parishioners have to cross by boat to the church.
(Moli is one of the fast growing community around Choiseul province; showing the number of children
enrolment for form 1 this year is about 50 and those of the early childhood is likely to be double up).

This is one of the fact that gathering for our Spiritual events is affecting our normal hours for Worship,
preparations and the distances are contributing to that fact, said one of a concern mother.

Church elders also said that other parishioners living far have to gather early at the mission to access
church activities, preparations and then getting home earlier.

Highlight during the event 28 babies received their Sacrament of Baptism during Easter Vigil. In
addition, at the Resurrection day the Moli Youth Sport Association (MYSA) has granted $20,000 from the
provincial government Choiseul as their winning recipient for the sport-games around the province.

And during speeches elders gave their gratitude to the parishioners especially the youths their behavior
towards the celebrations.

The event closed on the resurrection day that is on Sunday 4th of April after the feast.
