The total cost of completing the church building pro-
ject is expected to be six hundred thousand plus dol-
lars and the timeframe expected to complete the
project is less than a year. Bishop Luciano Capelli of
Gizo diocese is responsible of meeting the costs of
hardware building materials and the contractors la-
bour costs. While Christ the king parishioners are
providing contributions of free timbers, gravels and
sand, food and free labour for the church building
project.
